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As I write this, a great many members of our club are eagerly awaiting the arrival of 
ambassadors from New Jersey and from Iowa. This domestic incoming exchange is 
what’s known in Friendship Force parlance as a reciprocal visit. Whenever we are hosted 
by another club within the United States, we then provide them with hosting in return. 
Everyone who participated in the outbound exchange is expected to home host or day 
host or take on another responsibility to welcome our guests. Sometimes we get really 
lucky and are able to host the people by whom we were hosted; other times we make a 
new friend. These domestic exchanges take as much planning as an international 
exchange, with one great bonus—ease of language. For that reason, there is a great 
temptation to over-plan—after all, we want to show our friends a good time. However, the 
whole purpose of Friendship Force is to make friends, so we want to make sure to build in 
some one-to-one time—to be able to talk and get to know each other a little bit better.   

Another aspect of this exchange is a concerted effort to include those who have 
volunteered to be day hosts. We have quite a few new members who signed up to be day hosts. This is a 
good way to ease into hosting. A day host picks up the ambassador from the host home and takes care of 
them for the day. The activity for the day could be one that the home and day host have planned together, 
often based on the desire of the ambassador, or sometimes the day host has their own special day planned 
that they like to share with visitors.  

We have also included in this exchange the practice of small dinner parties, hosted by someone who is not a 
home host. Being a small dinner party host is still another way of participating, if home hosting is not feasible.  

We hope our newer members have learned a little more about how our club functions during an exchange and 
more experienced members renewed in their understanding. Remember, there is always someone to answer 
any questions you may have. 

FFLA Terminology :   

Ambassador = visitor/guest  

Home Host = people who provide the ambassador with a temporary home--a place to sleep and meals. The 
home host pays their own admission or participation fees; the costs for the ambassadors is covered by the fee 
paid in advance by all ambassadors. If the ambassador requests a special activity not previously paid for, they 
pay any fees connected with this activity. Lunch is up to the host. 

Day Host =  club member who takes responsibility for the ambassador for all or part of a day, including lunch 
and any applicable expenses (see above). 

         Small Dinner Party Host = Person who provides dinner for 6 to 10 people so that this 
small group has more of an opportunity to get to know one another around the dinner table. The host may 
choose to provide the entire meal, or might ask his/her guests to bring wine or dessert. The host may also 
choose to share the responsibility with a co-host. Dinner can be as simple as your favorite casserole or as 
typically American and elaborate as a Thanksgiving feast (as is done by some members for international 
guests). 

Domestic exchange = within the United States 

International exchange = outside the United States
